1. Coolmath4Kids.com http://www.coolmath4kids.com/ 

2. Coolmath.com http://www.coolmath.com/
· These two web sites offer math lessons, practice, and games for all levels of mathematics.  Coolmath4Kids.com caters to elementary level mathematics, helping students with addition, subtraction, times tables, long division, fractions, and decimals.  Coolmath.com caters to high school mathematics, covering topics like pre-algebra, algebra, and geometry.

· Both sites also offer extras like a separate page for teachers and parents.  They also offer math lessons and math practice, as well as games where the student can test their skills.
3. AAA Math http://www.aaamath.com/
· There are twenty-five topics to choose from including addition, algebra, comparing, counting, decimals, division, equations, estimation, exponents, fractions, geometry, graphs, measurements, mental math, money, multiplication, naming numbers, patterns, percent, place value, practical math, properties, ratios, statistics, and subtraction.  Each section takes you to the next page, where you will find multiple lessons for each sub-section.  For example, under addition, there are eight sub-sections, and each sub-section includes multiple lessons moving from basic to more advanced.  These are helpful for students who need to review more at home.  You can give out the website and tell the students exactly where to go for extra information.

4. WebMath.com http://www.webmath.com/index1.html
· This site has a tab called Math for Everyone.  The topics covered under this tab are things that people use every day.  They include figuring a tip, sale price, lottery odds, simple percent, compound interest, retirement, loans, and cost of electricity.

· The simple interest calculator is interesting.  I used it to find out how much interest I will be paying on the car I purchased last year.

· There is also a section called General Math which covers simple concepts such as numbers, decimals, fractions, and scientific notation.  K-8 Math covers number basics, fractions, and ratios.  There are also sections for Algebra, Plots & Geometry, and Trig. & Calculus.

5. PrimaryGames http://www.primarygames.com/
· This site takes well known acrade games, like the ones found on yahoo.com and changes them so that they are education based.  There is a game on Yahoo that is called Zuma and you have to match colored balls in groups of three.  On this site, the game is changed so that it is played in the same manor, except that the balls have numbers on them and they need to add up to 10.  So the student is playing a fun and challenging game while practicing simple adding skills.  I can see this as a help because even in my classroom when I ask someone what 7+3 is, it takes them a minute to get 10 as an answer.  The simple repetition in this game might just help them to memorize that 1+9, 2+8, 3+7, 4+6, and 5+5 all equal 10 and might help them with recalling that information quickly instead of needing to do the calculation each time.  Also, this site covers all topics, so it is a one-stop-shop for all education games.

6. Mrs. Glosser’s Math Goodies http://www.mathgoodies.com/students.html
· Topics include Integers, Basic Math and Pre-Algebra, Percent, Multiples and Exponents, Algebra, Probability and Statistics, Geometry/Trigonometry, and Pre-Calculus and Calculus.  Each topic includes a section such as Tutorials, Practice Worksheets, Homework Help, Games, and Puzzles.
· The Factor Tree Game is useful for students who need to practice factoring.  The program gives you the starting number and you input on of the factors.  The program generates the other number, then helps you to break down the new numbers.  This is helpful because I have noticed the my 11th graders have problems with this and I can see myself telling them about the site where they can get guided practice.
· Some applications are not available online and require the purchase of a CD, but there are still helpful tutorials and worksheets available online.

7. AllMath.com http://www.allmath.com/
· This is a website with lists of links to other sites.  There are links to sites with math games, math articles, math career exploration, math glossaries, math humor, math job listings, other math topics, teacher resources and references, and links to sites with tutorials.  This is a site that I might show to my students so that they can peruse it at their leisure and go to when they need help.  Sometimes it is difficult to search online for something specific, and this site has already compiled a list of helpful sites for my kids to use.

8. Math Playground http://www.mathplayground.com/
· Under Math Games, there is a game called Algebra Scales and it helps student to solve multivariable systems of equations, but instead of using equations and letters, the game uses scales and pictures.  Therefore, the kids can figure out what each item weighs, and they do not know they are solving some higher-level math.  This is good for kids who get confused when looking at numbers and letters.  Number Invaders is interesting also.  They took a concept from an old game and applied it to math problems.  If you pop the wrong number, the balloons come down faster and then you can’t get as many points.  The section on Math Logic Puzzles is fun also, because the kids are not necessarily solving math problems, but they are working on their logical thinking, which is a big part of solving math equations.
9. Ask Dr. Math http://mathforum.org/dr.math/
· This site archives topics and frequently asked questions about math and how to solve problems.  Students will a math question can look up past questions by choosing a topic and reading what one of the doctors had to say about it or they can search the archives for the topic they are looking for.  If they absolutely cannot find what they are looking for, they can e-mail Dr. Math and receive a response to their question.  Some questions are very specific about certain math problems, some people ask questions about the history of math or general rules and where they come from.  There is a lot to find on this site and a lot of good information for students of all ages.
10. AplusMath http://www.aplusmath.com/
· This site offers online flashcards where the student is given a choice of what kind of flashcards they want to practice, then the program keeps track of how many right and how many wrong.  They also give the correct answer and an explanation when a wrong answer is given.  The homework helper program helps students by having them enter the math problem they are working on, then shows them step-by-step the process taken to solve the problem.  The division with remainder program is interesting because the students have to put in all the numbers and then the program checks to see if the correct numbers were entered.  The worksheets section simply gives the student a number of problems to practice solving and each time they load the page, it gives them different problems to solve.  They can then click get answers and the program shows them the correct answers for each problem on the page.
